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Since most children have a limited attention span, our
students’ subject matter changes every thirty minutes.
A typical daily schedule would include art, gym, unit,
recess, flashcards, lesson sheets and music. Children
recelve constant feedback and reinforcement, and all of
our students are encouraged to participate and inter-
act. We offer full and half-day sessions, or you may
design your own schedule to meet your own individual
needs. Our schools accept children from eighteen
months through and including the kindergarten level.
Our currficulum also includes an introduction to foreign
language, computers, and aerobics. Our classes are
kept small, so each child can receive more Individual
attention. A “back to the basies™ curriculum demon-
strates our philosophy. Our classes allow students to
participate and Interact through hands on learning
experiences in a children oriented environment. Lesson
plans are kept by each teacher, so you know what your
child Is leaming each day.

Progress Reports

Each child s evaluated on an individual basis through
teacher observation and their written and oral reports.
Each parent receives a nine week report which reviews
thair child's progress. The child's teacher and the
director of the school prepare these reports. We
encourage all parents to take an active role in their
child's development while at our school. Any time you
wish to discuss your child's progress we will arrange a
private teacher conference. Formal parent-teacher
conferances are held three times a year. These
maetings provide more insight on vour child's progress.
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A typical day at Little Red School House begins with a
good moming smile from the director as your child is
signed in. Your child will go to their assigned spacious
classroom which is fully equipped with all the toys and
leaming games needed for a productive day. Your child
will enjoy a nutritional morming and afternoon snack
plus a hot well balanced lunch from the four basic food
groups which Is prepared by our schools cook, After
classes children have recess In our large fenced
playground which allows free play and socialization. At
11:30 part-time students begin to leave while others
may choose to stay for lunch which Is Included In your
regular tultion package. Following lunch, full time
children may choose to nap or have guiet play in our
“wake up room."”

Our aftermoon part time program begins at 12:30 p.m.
Children who enroll in this session enjoy the same
leaming environment as offered in the A.M. The
children may depart at 3:30 when the session ends or
may stay on until 6:00 p.m. Supervised games, story
time, unit, art and center choice complete our afternoon
until parents arrive. Only official escorts and parents
may sign out a child from our school. We provide a safe
and protective environment for your peace of mind.
